	Matrix Expectations
	Your school-wide expectations. Such as:  Safe, Responsible, Respectful

	Matrix Rule and Steps

List rule from matrix and steps to complete the rule
	Welcoming new students throughout the school year should occur as a school-wide practice.  Students should be directly instructed on all expectations and settings that are identified on your matrix.  The purpose of this teaching is to make the students feel welcomed, and to provide additional teaching support to learn the school-wide behavior expectation as outlined on the matrix. This teaching should occur in the natural context of the classroom, and additional teaching may occur through an adult mentor program or Newcomers Club.



	Context

Identify the location(s) where performance of rule is expected
	Respecting oneself and others should occur in all locations including both in the classroom and non-classroom settings. 


	Tell

Introduce the rule and why it is important
	Treating others with respect, demonstrating responsibility and practicing safety are important in professional behavior.  In order to be successful and obtain and sustain employment it is important to incorporate the school wide behavior expectations into your school and work place.  
The rationale is to teach new students the school wide behavior expectations and have them connect with an adult in the building to foster positive social relationships and to receive additional positive feedback and practice on behavior expectations.

We will brainstorm and scribe what students consider respectful, responsible and safe behavior, from this list we will have students vote on the definitions for each school wide expectations. We will list all ideas, have students vote or advocate for 3-5 behaviors that everyone needs to demonstrate.  
We will want to ensure that students tell us what it should look like not what not to do.  We will be looking for responses such as:

· Wait for others to finish speaking rather than don’t talk out during class



	Show
Teacher demonstrates or models the rule.  Teacher models non-examples
	After the top 3-5 behaviors are selected, the teacher will demonstrate both examples and non-examples of what those behaviors look like.  


	Practice
Give students opportunities to role play the rule across all relevant settings
	Students will be able to demonstrate what these behaviors look like.  Students will be placed in small groups (3-4) and will perform a skit to demonstrate one of the respectful, responsible or safe behaviors decided on by the group.  Students will be expected to show what it looks like and explain why it is important.  Students will only practice the correct way to show respect. 


	Monitor
	Pre-correct/Remind
Anticipate and give students a reminder to perform behavior
	Before activities and to start class utilize a pre-correct. “I know that all of you are going to show each other respect today by practicing our school-wide expectations.”  

	
	Supervise 
Move, scan, and interact with students
	Teachers will move, scan and interact positively with students as they demonstrate respectful behavior.  

	
	Feedback
Observe student performance & give positive, specific feedback to students
	Teachers will give specific feedback using the school-wide expectations language established by the students.  This may sound like, “Thank you for being respectful and waiting for him to finish before moving to that piece of equipment.”  Thank you for being respectful and waiting to speak until your classmate was finished talking.” “Thank you for showing respect to other people’s opinions.”


	Reteach

Practice throughout the day
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
