Lesson: Introducing the Matrix to New Students

	Matrix Expectations
	Be Respectful, Be Safe, Be Responsible

	Context

Identify the location(s) where performance of rule is expected
	Welcoming new students throughout the school year should occur as a school-wide practice.  Students should be directly instructed on all expectations and settings that are identified on your matrix.  The purpose of this teaching is to make the students feel welcomed, and to provide additional teaching support to learn the school-wide behavior expectation as outlined on the matrix. This teaching should occur in the natural context of the classroom, and additional teaching may occur through an adult mentor program or Newcomers Club.


	Tell

Introduce the rule and why it is important
	This lesson is designed to welcome new students throughout the school year.  The rationale is to teach new students the school wide behavior expectations and have them connect with an adult in the building to foster positive social relationships and to receive additional positive feedback and practice on behavior expectations.  The teacher will explain to the student, “We are meeting as a Very Important Person’s Club because we are glad you are students in our school. We would like to teach you where important places are in our school and the behavior expectations for those places.  We want you to be successful and feel safe in our building.  I will be teaching you where important places are in our building, our behavior expectations and learning more about you in the process.”


	Show
Teacher demonstrates or models the rule.  Teacher models non-examples
	The teacher will distribute a copy of the matrix.  This will frame the introduction to the school wide expectations.  The teacher will have a large poster or slide of the matrix so that students can follow along on with the teacher.  The teacher will show the students the school-wide behavior expectations that are in place at their school.  The teacher will explain that these words are important as we think about how we behave and treat each other in the building.  The teacher will define the words using examples from the matrix.  For example, the teacher may start with respect.  Respect means treating others the way we want to be treated.  Respect to another student or staff member may look like using kind words and language.  You may say something like, thank you for picking up my book, could I please sharpen my pencil.  The teacher will then ask the students what other examples of respect might look like. The teacher will provide additional examples of respect in other settings.  The teacher will model non-examples as well. This teaching will continue throughout the matrix examples. 


	Practice
Give students opportunities to role play the rule across all relevant settings
	Students will be grouped in trios and asked to demonstrate what respect looks like in different settings.  One group might demonstrate respect in the cafeteria, playground, bus or classroom.  The teacher will give feedback on the plays and reiterate the point of how the role play demonstrated respect.   


	Monitor
	Pre-correct/Remind
Anticipate and give students a reminder to perform behavior
	Students will be reminded by classroom teacher and mentors.  Remember to be respectful in the hallway, and use a level zero voice.

	
	Supervise 
Move, scan, and interact with students
	Teachers will actively supervise students in all settings and will positively reinforce appropriate behaviors. 

	
	Feedback
Observe student performance & give positive, specific feedback to students
	Teacher will recognize students in all settings for displaying the behaviors outlined in the matrix.  Thank you for being respectful and using a level zero voice in the hallway.
