Quick Guide to Newcomer’s Club
Rationale:  The purpose of Newcomer’s Club is to create a natural support for new students that enter the school throughout the year to learn the school-wide expectations for behavior in all educational settings so that all students are successful.  
Critical Features:  

· Teaching behavioral expectations

· Identification of students
· Providing Effective Instruction-Managing the Group

· Evaluating Results

Implementing Newcomers Club: 

Getting Ready

· Selection/creation of lessons and activities for Newcomers Club, these plans should be documented in your implementation manual
· System of identifying new students for club (remember this club gets new members all year)  
· Create social validity survey for student, family and teachers
· Teach Newcomers Club to all staff 
· Teacher ambassadors are selected and in-serviced
Implementation 
· Teach school wide lessons on welcoming students to your class
· Pre-social validity surveys are given to students, families, teachers on Newcomers Club
· New students are welcomed and meet with the teacher ambassadors they are assigned or with a group of students and a leaders 
· New students are given a personal tour of all school settings.  School-wide behavioral expectations are taught, teachers select a student group for new students to have lunch with their first week of school or until the student feels comfortable.  
· School wide behavior lessons are taught and reinforced by all staff
· Ambassadors/group leaders  follow the routine of taking the students on tours and teaching lessons
· Post-social validity are distributed to students, families and teachers results are interpreted to modify the intervention
· New students take quiz over school wide expectations, direct observations completed by staff to ensure at least one reciprocal friendship is developed, the student understands the expectations in school and feels like part of the school community.  
· Continue Newcomers Club for the next group of students.  Your data will determine the frequency required in your school.
